First, ensure the two parts of the
charger are connected securely. The
wall AC plug should be connected to
the charger box. The connection
between the cable and box should feel
firm with no wobble or play.

Proceed to plug the AC plug on the
other end of the charger into a power
outlet. Verify the voltage of the AC
outlet matches the charger's
requirements. The chargers can accept
input voltage ranging from 100-240V,
making them safe for use in most
regions worldwide. Ensure you use the
correct cable compatible with your
local plug type to connect to the
charger.

Next, locate the charging port (in some scooters its located under
a cap). Locate the round connector on one end of the charger, this
is the end you must insert in the charging port. Then, gently insert
the cable.

n If the battery is 100% full, the charger light will turn green. If the
battery is not fully charged, the charger light will light up red.
Once the light turns green, unplug the charger.

NOTICE

You will need to turn off the scooter before charging.

The battery pack comes with a built-in battery management system. This
includes overcharging protection amongst other features, allowing your
scooter to stay plugged in even after it is fully charged.

Please note that this applies to short periods of overcharging, such as the
scooter being plugged in overnight. Please do not leave the scooter
plugged in and charging for extended periods of time as it may result in
battery damage or fire.

The latest version of the Fast Charger—specifically designed for the
Apollo Phantom 2.0—comes equipped with two new dials that allow
you to better manage how your scooter charges:

1. Max Charge Limit Dial
This dial lets you control the maximum charge level for your scooter’s

battery. Setting it to 80% can help preserve long-term battery health
and extend its overall lifespan.

2. Charging Speed Dial

This dial adjusts the amperage—or speed—of your charge.

You can choose between 1A and 5A:

1A = 30 hours for a full charge (gentler on the battery)

5A = 6 hours for a full charge (great when you're in a hurry)

While slower charging is ideal for battery longevity, the scooter’s
battery is built to handle fast charging safely. So even at 5A, you're
operating within safe parameters.
